William Froehlich, CAE, the Real Es-
tate Assessor forthe City of Portsmouth, was
the host for the Tidewater Assessor’s Group
Luncheon which was held on Friday, De-
cember 8, 1995, at The Max Restaurant.

Jack was appointed to serve as Portsmouth’s
Assessorin 1962. He served as the Assessor
for 17 years. Atthattime, Jack was the only
MALI in the Tidewater area and became a

charter member of what is now the Hampton
Roads Chapter ofthe Appraisal Institute. He
was the chapter’s second president. Jack
was also the first local assessor to obtain the

CAE designation and was actively involved
in both the IAAO and VAAO. He served as
President in 1973.

Bill Froehlich came to work for Jack at
the beginning of the implementation of a
new CAMA system. He was extremely
progressive in pushing for automation as the
State of Virginiamoved toward annual reas-
sessments. Jack was a big proponent of
continuing education and professional de-
velopment and continually pushed those who
worked for him towards getting a designa-
tion. Jack was a mentor to Bill and had a
great influence on his professional growth.

After the luncheon, Bill had arranged
for all of those in attendance to tour the
Children’s Museum of Virginia. This mu-
seum is one of four municipally owned and
operated museums in Portsmouth. The
museum opened at its present location in
December, 1994 in a former Leggett Depart-
ment store. This museum offers over 60
stimulating exhibits and a state-of-the-art
planetarium. This is a great place to take the
family!

The Fairfax County Department of
Tax Administration (DTA) was recently
awarded the Public Information Program
Award atthe 1995 TAAO Conference held in
Chicago. This award is presented to assess-
ment jurisdictions that develop and imple-
ment an effective system for educating tax-
payers about the assessment process.

Fairfax County’saward-winning assess-
ment public information video, first aired in
April 1994, is titled “Real Estate Assess-
ments - Your Part of the Equation.” This
video explains the assessment process in
valuing real estate fortax purposes in Fairfax
County.
